WHAT IS GROUP “E"?
IT IS DEFINED IN IBC 2003 AS.....

Section 305
EDUCATIONAL GROUP E

305.1 Education Group E. Education Group E occupancincludes, among others,
the use of a building or structure, or a portion tkereof, by six or more persons at any
one time for educational purposes through the 12Grade. Religious educational
rooms and religious auditoriums, which are necessgrto churches in accordance
with Section 302.2 and have occupant loads of lemn 100, shall be classified as A-
3 occupancies.

305.5 Day Care. The use of a building or structuregr portion thereof, for
educational, supervision or personal care servicdsr more than five children older
than 2-1/2 years of age, shall be classified as GiE occupancy.

It is critical that you become familiar with the new codes you will be working with
for wire glass, as well as all glass and glazing paducts.
